TOWN OF ELIZABETHTOWN
Re-Scheduled Meeting
January 11, 2010

The Elizabethtown Town Council met for their re-scheduled meeting on
Monday, January 11, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chamber of the
Elizabethtown Municipal Building. Those in attendance were Mayor Sylvia
Campbell, Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, Council Members Herman Lewis, Dicky
Glenn, Russell Priest, Ricky Leinwand, Charles DeVane and Town Attorney
Goldston Womble. Department Heads present included Public Services Director
Pat DeVane, Police Chief Robert Kinlaw, Finance Director Jan Lennon and
Planning Technician Robert Lewis. Absent: Fire Chief Byron Graham and Town
Manager Eddie Madden.

Mayor Campbell called the meeting to order and asked Mayor Pro Tem
Rufus Lloyd if he would give the invocation.

Mayor Campbell presented the January 11th agenda for approval. A
motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn and, seconded by Council
Member Ricky Leinwand, to approve the agenda as presented (Unanimous).

Item #1: Approval of Previous Minutes

Mayor Campbell presented to Council, the minutes of December 7, 2009
Work Session, December 7, 2009 Regular Session, December 14, 2009 Special
Called Meeting and December 23, 2009 Special Called Meeting. A motion was
made by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, and seconded by Council Member Herman
Lewis, to approve the minutes as presented (Unanimous).

Item #2: Public Hearing: Zoning Text Amendment-Sign Regulations, Case #
TA-1201098780

Mayor Campbell opened the public hearing and recognized Planning
Technician Robert Lewis to present the zoning text amendment regarding sign
regulations. Mr. Lewis stated that the Town of Elizabethtown does request a text
amendment to the Zoning Ordinance Article 6, Section 6.3 to include new
language to Article 6, Section 6.7 to place further regulations on signs not
requiring a permit, such as signs attached to the inside of glass windows and
doors. Mr. Lewis stated that the text amendment was duly advertised in the
"Bladen Journal" and Council shall adopt a statement describing whether its
action is consistent with an adopted Land Use Plan and explain why the Council
considers the action taken to be reasonable and in the public interest. Mr. Lewis
advised that Planning Board Chairman Jim McLaney forwarded a unanimous
recommendation to approve said text amendment. Mayor Campbell asked if there
were questions or comments regarding the text amendment on sign regulations.

Council Member Ricky Leinwand asked how the new language would be
compared to the old if signage would be strictly enforced for doors and windows
of businesses. Mr. Lewis stated that the language in the Zoning Ordinance
currently does not address any language regarding signage on doors and windows.
The new language specifies that signage will be allowed provided it does not




exceed 10% of the door and windows. Mayor Campbell stated that no one had
signed in to speak in regards to sign regulations; therefore, the public hearing was
closed. '

Item #3: Public Hearing: Zoning Map Amendment Request by Ms. Mary
Linda Carroll to rezone approximately 0.32 acres of property located at 508
W. King Street from High Density Residential (R-10) to Office Institutional
(0-1), Case # RZ-1201097205

Mayor Campbell opened the public hearing and recognized Planning
Technician Robert Lewis to present the zoning text amendment request by Ms.
Mary Linda Carroll. Mr. Lewis stated that an application was submitted by Ms,
Mary Linda Carroll to rezone the property located at 508 West King Street. Ms.
Carroll wishes to rezone property from High Density Residential to Office
Institutional. The surrounding properties within 100 ft of the property are zoned
High Density Residential; therefore, this would be considered a "spot zone" issue.
Mr. Lewis advised that on February 23, 2009 staff issued a permit for Home
Occupation at 508 W. King Street and the applicant was provided the meaning of
"Home Occupation"” as it relates to the Elizabethtown Zoning Ordinance. Mr.
Lewis stated that two violations exist on petitioner Ms. Carroll, they are as
follows:

-Not over twenty-five (25) percent of the total actual floor area or four
hundred (400) sq. ft, whichever is less, shall be used for a home occupation and
-Only residents of the dwelling may be engaged in the home occupation.

Mr. Lewis stated that he met with the applicant on December 2, 2009 and
they were informed of the zoning violation and possible options were presented to
correct the problem. A letter dated December 10, 2009 was mailed to the
applicant regarding the meeting. Mr. Lewis stated that the applicant was sent a
notice to notify them of the public hearing this evening and such public hearing
was advertised in the "Bladen Journal” on December 22nd and 29th, the property
was posted notifying the hearing was scheduled for January 11, 2010 and staff
received no protest petitions regarding this hearing. It is the staffs
recommendation that the following map amendment is inconsistent with the
objectives and policies of the Land Use and Strategic Plan and the Zoning Map
Amendment 1s not reasonable in the publics interest at this time. Mayor Campbell
stated that Ms. Kelly Turner had signed up to speak.

Ms. Turmner stated that she did not have anything to speak on, but that she
was standing in on behalf of her mother Mary Linda Carroll. Mayor Campbell
asked 1f Council had any questions regarding this matter.

Council Member Dicky Glenn asked Ms. Turner if she had been living in
the house. Ms. Turner stated that no one has been living in the house.
Councilman Glenn asked if the application wasn't for someone that was living
there and for a home office. Ms. Turner stated that she did not request the
application. Mr. Lewis stated that Ms. Turner's mother requested the application
and it was issued for a home occupation. Ms. Turner felt that the application was
misunderstood on both parties. Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd stated that the
application was for the purpose of an office. Councilman Glenn advised that the



Town was under the impression that someone was living there; however, staff
notified the applicant requesting that repairs stop until zoning was corrected. Ms.
Tumner felt that incorrect information was told to her and her mother (applicant).
Council Member Glenn conveyed his concerns for the rezoning due to the fact
that Office Institutional is not permitted in a High Density Residential District.
Town Attorney Goldston Womble stated that any questions regarding this matter
needed to be discussed under this agenda item and later on this matter would be
brought up for consideration of approval. Mayor Campbell asked Ms. Turner how
many employees were staffed at this business. Ms. Turner replied 150 out of this
particular office on King Street. Mayor Campbell asked if there were further
questions or comments, but none were noted; therefore, the public hearing was
closed.

Item #4: Public Hearing: Zoning Map Amendment Request by Mr. Charlie
Hilton to rezone approximately 79.8 acres of property located at NC 87
By-pass, Martin Luther King Drive, NC 242 and US 701 from By-pass
Commercial (B-C) to General Commercial (C-1)

Mayor Campbell opened the public hearing on a zoning map amendment
request made by Mr. Charlie Hilton to rezone property located at the NC 87
By-pass and Martin Luther King Drive, NC 242 and US 701 Bypass. Planning
Technician Robert Lewis presented the request and it was stated that Mr. Hilton
submitted an application to rezone approximately 79.8 acres of property located
on the by-pass. Mr. Lewis advised that the public hearing was duly advertised in
the "Bladen Journal"” newspaper and the property was posted according to
rezoning procedures,

Mayor Campbell recognized Mr. Charlie Hilton who signed in to speak on
behalf of the rezoning request. Mr. Hilton stated that he was in favor of the
rezoning and hoped that Council would consider very carefully in allowing
growth along the by-pass. Mr. Hilton gave a vivid description of the vibrant
downtown area many years ago, and how vibrant and thriving it is today. Mr.
Hilton conveyed his support for the downtown revitalization project the farmer's
market, as well as other projects that Council has approved over the years. Mr.
Hilton stated that he would like to see the by-pass rezoned to commercial use to
establish retail businesses and free up many parcels for business and development
use, thereby, increasing the tax base and creating much needed jobs. Mr. Hilton
was of the opinion if Council rezoned the property in question along the by-pass,
if allowed for "Big Box Stores” then the area along Hwy 701 could be developed
immediately, but at this point growth had been hindered. Mr. Hilton stated that
property is available along the by-pass by Bladen County; however, he would like
to see the Town control growth rather than the County control Elizabethtown's
growth. Mr. Hilton thanked the Council members for all they had done in the past
years and hoped they would consider the rezoning request along the by-pass.

Council Member Dicky Glenn asked if there were businesses at this time
requesting some type of construction on the by-pass. Mr. Hilton explained that he
did not but he has had businesses to request locating closer to Elizabethtown;
however, they cannot relocate due to zoning restrictions.

Council Member Glenn asked about volunteer annexation in the proposed
area of the requested rezoning. Mr. Hilton said he had no problem with a




volunteer annexation with the involved property.

Council Member Charles DeVane asked if water/sewer would be needed
out on the by-pass by potential businesses. Mr. Hilton stated that County water is
available and eventually the Town would need to install Town water and sewer on
the by-pass.

Council Member DeVane asked if the overpass would be built at the
Highway 701/87 By-pass intersection. Mr. Hilton felt this was a future project
with the State.

Mayor Campbell recognized Mr. Giles Clark who signed in to speak at the
evening meeting,

Mr. Clark requested that Council consider very carefully in approving the
rezoning.

Mayor Campbell recognized Mr. David Clark who signed in to speak at
the evening meeting.

Mr. David Clark stated that the property he is interested in rezoning could
be for the location of a "Big Box Store"; however, he was made aware of another
piece of property which is West of Elizabethtown in the Extraterritorial
Jurisdiction (ETJ). Mr. Clark felt that the property he was made privy too may
not be considered for annexation. Mr. David Clark stated if the Town ever had
the opportunity to allow "Big Box Stores" it would bring a large amount of
employment and a good tax base. Mr. David Clark stated that Council has had the
foresight to bring good things to Elizabethtown but he also agreed with Mr. Hilton
that Towns have changed from the way they operated years ago and growth
continues out from the Town usually along by-passes. Mr. Clark asked Council to
approve so when a request for a retail store offer does come to Elizabethtown,
they will be able to locate.

Council Member DeVane asked Mr. David Clark how he felt about
volunteer annexation.

Mr. Clark stated that he had no objection to volunteer annexation but
would like to see a cost figure. Mr. Clark said he objects to volunteer annexation
with the zoning the way it is but if the zoning was changed he would feel
differently.

Mayor Campbell recognized Bill and Barbara Johnson in which they
signed up to speak against the rezoning,

Mrs. Barbara Johnson stated that she resides near the by pass 100 ft. from
the requested property to be rezoned and she further stated that the majority of the
residents are retired and will be retiring soon and she felt that their taxes had been
increased enough. Ms. Johnson asked Council to give consideration for the
property owners residing near the by-pass

Mayor Campbell thanked Ms. Johnson. No others were signed up to
speak; therefore, the public hearing was closed.

Item #5: Public Hearing: Town of Elizabethtown Community Development
Block Grant F'Y 2005 CDBG Economic Development Notice of Close-out

Mayor Campbell opened the public hearing regarding the Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) for the proposed FY 2005 close-out and
requested that in the Town Manager's absence that Public Services Director Pat



DeVane present this agenda item. Mr. DeVane stated that a CDBG grant was
recetved in 2005 for improvements made to the Industrial Park. The grant was in
the amount of $445,000 coupled with Rural Center Funds and Town monies
which allowed the construction of infrastructure at the Industrial Park. Mr.
DeVane advised, the purpose of the public hearing is to solicit public participation
and propose closing out the FY 2005 economic development.

Mayor Campbell asked for questions or comments, but none were noted
and the sign in sheet had not been signed by anyone; therefore, the public hearing
was closed.

Mayor Campbell requested a motion that would allow her as Mayor to
sign off on the CDBG Grant. A motion was made by Council Member Dicky
Glenn, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis (Unanimous).

Item #6: Zoning Text Amendment Request - Sien Regulations, Case
#TA-1201098780

Mayor Campbell presented the Zoning Text Amendment request;
however, she asked that when Council made a motion to state rather it is
consistent or inconsistent and if the text amendment is or is not in the public
interest at this time. A motion was made by Council Member Herman Lewis, and
seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to approve the Zoning Text
Amendment that the Town Council has reviewed these documents and found the
following text amendment consistent with the objectives and policies of the
adopted Land Use Plan and goals of the Strategic Plan; and the text amendment is
reasonable and in the public interest at this time (Unanimous).

Item #7: Zoning Map Amendment: Request by Ms. Mary Linda Carroll to
rezone approximately 0.32 acres of property located at 508 W. King Street
from High Density Residential (R-10) to Office Institutional (0-I), Case #
R7-1201097205

Mayor Campbell presented the Zoning Map Amendment regarding the
rezoning of property located at 508 W. King Street requested by Ms. Mary Linda
Carroll. Council Member Dicky Glenn stated that he had a problem with Ms.
Carroll not paying attention to the letters that were sent to her. The letter clearly
stated that Town staff strongly encourages that no modifications or improvements
should be made until after zoning is approved or disapproved tonight. Council
Member Glenn further stated that there appeared to be some confusion regarding
the business in question and he conveyed his support for the business being in
Elizabethtown. Council Member Glenn made a motion that Town Council has
reviewed these documents and found that the map amendment inconsistent with
the objectives and policies in the adopted Land Use Plan and goals of the Strategic
Plan, however, the map amendment is reasonable and in the public interest at this
time. The motion was seconded by Council Member Russell Priest. Mayor
Campbell asked for discussion, but none were noted. Mayor Campbell called for
a show of hands in favor of the rezoning - Council Members Ricky Leinwand,
Russell Priest, Charles DeVane, Rufus Lloyd and Dicky Glenn. Council Member
Herman Lewis voted against the rezoning. The motion carried to approve the
rezoning with a 5-1 vote.

A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by,
Council Member Ricky Leinwand to approve the Tax Releases as presented
(Unanimous).

Item #10: Appeointment: Planning Board Vacancy
This item was carried over to the February agenda.

Item #11: FY 2010-2011 Budget Process, Activity Calendar and 2010 Retreat

A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by
Council Member Ricky Leinwand to approve the Town Managers Budget
Calendar (Unanimous). Mayor Campbell asked Council for direction on the
Budget Process and it was agreed they would be involved and the Budget Retreat
date has been set for Monday, March 8th at White Lake Town Hall.

Item #12: Request from Property Owner Mac McClure: Easement Across
Town's Property located on Homer Road

Mayor Campbell stated that Mr. Mac McClure is requesting an easement
across Town's property located on Homer Road. the Town Attorney's opinion has
been sought as to this request and Council needs to consider either approving or
disapproving having Mr. Mac McClure be responsible to pay the $1,000 that
would be required for a title search.

A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, and seconded by,
Council Member Dicky Glenn as Mr. McClure to pay the $1,000 for a title search
to be performed for the requested easement (Unanimous).

Item #13: Bid Award for Purchase of Two (2) Police Vehicles
Mayor Campbell recognized Police Chief Bobby Kinlaw to present this
agenda item to Council. Also Council Member Ricky Leinwand has obtained
information pertaining to the cost of two new police cruisers from Dorman.
Council Member Leinwand stated that he was concerned that the local
dealership did not submit a bid. Council Member Leinwand advised that he did
contact the manager of Dorman Chevrolet and a bid was given; however, the bid




was received too late to be considered. Police Chief Kinlaw stated that three bids
were requested and only two were received from the following dealerships:

Vann Underwood Chrysler Jeep Dodge, Whiteville Two 2010
Dodge Chargers, $43,324.00
Tom Lowe Capital Ford, Inc., Raleigh Two

2010 Crown Victorias, $42,119.12

Chief Kinlaw stated that Dorman Chevrolet was requested to give a bid
but it was never received. Council Member Charles DeVane asked Chief Kinlaw
which vehicle he prefered, the Dodge Charger or Crown Victoria. Chief Kinlaw
conveyed his satisfaction with both vehicles; however, in choosing a vehicle from
Whiteville it is closer to travel when the vehicle needs servicing versus purchasing
a vehicle from Raleigh. A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn,
and seconded by, Charles DeVane for Chief Kinlaw to purchase the vehicle of his
choice (Unanimous).

Item #14: Bid Award for Financing the Purchase of Two (2) Police Vehicles
Mayor Campbell stated that financing bids were received on two (2) Police
vehicles as follows:

A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by
Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to accept the lowest bid on financing the Police
vehicles from BB & T (Unanimous).

Item #15: Agreement between Town of Elizabethtown and Swanzy Ridge
Apartments, LL.C for Swanzy Ridee Apartment project

Mayor Campbell advised that Council is requested to give direction on an
agreement between the Town of Elizabethtown and Swanzy Ridge Apartments for
the Swanzy Ridge Apartment project. Mayor Campbell recognized Public
Services Director Pat DeVane to present this agreement. Mr. DeVane stated that
staff is in the process of contacting Mr. Floyd Adams of Adams and Company in
order to obtain a clearer understanding of wording in the agreement that was
submitted. Mr. DeVane stated that it is anticipated the Town would receive
$250,000 in grant money from Department of Commerce; however, Mr. DeVane
was under the impression the $250,000 grant money would be used for upgrades
to the Lower Street liftstation but the agreement states that the money would be
used for sewer improvements. Mr. DeVane became privy to information which
states that the Town will not receive the entire $250,000, it will be considerably
less.

Town Attorney Goldston Womble advised that he talked with Mr. Floyd
Adams regarding the wording in the agreement and Mr. Adams agreed to meet



and clarify any misunderstandings.

It is recommended that Council table this agenda item until a clearer
understanding is received. A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd,
and seconded by Council Member Dicky Glenn to table this agenda item until
further information has been received (Unanimous).

Item #16: Contract for Purchase and Financing of VIPER Radio Equipment
for _the Flizabethtown Fire  Department  (SUPPLEMENTAL
INFORMATION)

Mayor Carnpbell stated that the contract for purchasing and financing of
VIPER radio equipment for Elizabethtown Fire Department (EFD) is attached in
the supplemental information for Council's consideration. The County of Bladen
submitted the contract to the EFD which includes 9 mobile and 11 portable radios
for a total amount of $53,132.00 to be paid FY 2009-2018. A motion was made
by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd
to approve the contract for VIPER equipment as presented (Unanimous).

Item #17: "Briefly" :

Mayor Campbell briefly reported on the following:
-The Farmers Market meeting minutes are available for Council's reading.
-Town Offices will be closed on Monday, January 18th to observe the Martin
Luther King, Jr. Holiday.
-Mr. Madden will be attending the School of Government Municipal Admin.
Course in Chapel Hill January 26th thru January 29th.
-Chamber of Commerce Luncheon will be held at Front Porch on January 12th
and Mr. Madden will have the program.
-Congressman Mike MclIntyre will be at the Elizabethtown Municipal Building on
Monday, January 25th to meet with the public about concerns they have.
-Golden Leaf Forum is scheduled for January 12th at 6pm at Bladen Community
College.

Item #18: Open Forum

Mayor Campbell stated that anyone wishing to speak may step forward;
however, there is a three minute time limit to voice concerns or issues.

Police Chief Bobby Kinlaw gave crime statistics for the Town of
Elizabethtown for 2009. Major crime had decreased by 15% from 2008 to 2009
and robberies had decreased by 47% and violet crimes had decreased 44%. Chief
Kinlaw stated that the Police Department continues to work on decreasing crime
in Elizabethtown.

Council Member Ricky Leinwand asked about parking citations in the
downtown area, and if any individuals had been cited. Chief Kinlaw advised that
citations have been issued and Finance Director Jan Lennon has begun to collect
parking fines.

Chief Kinlaw stated that three (3) new officers have been hired with the
Elizabethtown Police Department.

A motion was made by Council Member Charles DeVane, and seconded
by Council Member Herman Lewis to adjourn (Unanimous).
