TOWN OF ELIZABETHTOWN
Scheduled Meeting
August 6, 2012


	The Elizabethtown Town Council met for their regular meeting on August 6, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chamber of the Elizabethtown Municipal Building.  Those in attendance were Mayor Sylvia Campbell, Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, Council Members, Herman Lewis, Dicky Glenn, Ray Allen, Ricky Leinwand, Charles DeVane, and  Attorney Goldston Womble. Department Heads present included Public Services Director Pat DeVane, Police Chief Bobby Kinlaw, Finance Director Jan Lennon, Fire Chief Byron Graham, Zoning/Code Enforcement Officer Bryan Martin and Town Manager Eddie Madden.

	Mayor Campbell led the invocation for the evening meeting.

	Mayor Campbell presented the August 6, 2012 agenda as well as supplemental for approval. A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to approve the agenda as presented (Unanimous).

Item #1:  Approval of Previous Minutes
	Mayor Campbell presented to Council, the minutes of July 2, 2012 Regular Work Session and July 2, 2012 Regular Meeting. A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn and seconded by Council Member Ricky Leinwand to approve the minutes as presented (Unanimous).

Item #12:  Resolution #12-12 - Recognition of Elizabethtown Dixie Youth
 	Mayor Campbell requested that Agenda Item #12 be presented at which time the volunteers of Dixie Youth were requested to come forward.  Mayor Campbell read and presented a framed Resolution of Recognition to Mr. Kyle Bostic and all the volunteers of Dixie Youth.  Mr. Bostic gladly accepted the framed resolution on behalf of leader, Mr. Mark Gillespie, and the Dixie Youth volunteers. Mr. Gillespie was unable to attend due to a previous meeting that was scheduled.  Mayor Campbell and all Council Members thanked the Dixie Youth for their time that is spent in enhancing the young lives of boys and girls that play ball.  Also, Mr. Bostic presented the Mayor and Council Members with a large framed picture of Dixie Youth Opening Day Ceremonies that took place on April 14, 2012. 

On another matter, Mayor Campbell stated that Mr. Ken Massey, leader of the civil war re-enactment that recently took place in Elizabethtown, wanted to speak briefly.  Mr. Massey thanked the Mayor and Town Council for allowing the Battle of Tory Hole re-enactment to take place in Elizabethtown. Much support was given and everyone is looking forward to a bigger and better re-enactment for next year.  

Item #2:  Public Hearing:  Quasi-Judicial Procedure-Special Use Permit Request by Bladen Baptist Association to allow the construction of a Storage Building at 108 Mercer Mill Road Case #SU-051412-3112 
	Mayor Campbell opened the public hearing and recognized Deputy Clerk Sarah Baysden to administer the swearing in, as this is a quasi-judicial hearing.  Mayor Campbell stated that Zoning Officer Bryan Martin, Rev. Bruce Cannon and Mr. Gary Pope signed in to speak for the proposal in which the Bladen Baptist Association wishes to construct a storage building at 108 Mercer Mill Road, Case #SU-051412-3112.
  
Deputy Clerk Sarah Baysden:  Place your left hand on the bible, raise your right hand, do you solemnly swear that the testimony that you are about to give is the truth, the whole truth so help you God.

Mr. Bryan Martin:  Yes.

Rev. Bruce Cannon:  Yes.

Mr. Gary Pope:  Yes.

Zoning Officer Bryan Martin: The application that comes before you, is a Special Use request by the Bladen Baptist Association to construct a 2,480 sq. ft. storage building on newly acquired property. The proposed location of this building will be situated at 108 Mercer Mill Road. In accordance with the provisions of G.S. 160A-384, the property owners of the property involved in the special use application and the owners of the parcels of land abutting the property involved in the special use application have been sent notification of this evening's public hearing.  Additionally, notification of said hearing was advertised in the "Bladen Journal" on Friday, July 20th and Friday, July 27th.  The Planning Board approved the special use application at their June 4th meeting and forwarded a favorable recommendation in which this request was unanimously approved. Town Council shall consider in granting the permit, the following findings:
	1) that the use will not materially endanger the public health or safety if located where proposed and developed according to the plan as submitted and approved;
	2) that the use meets all required conditions and specifications;
	3) that the use will not substantially inure the value of adjoining or abutting property, or that the use is a public necessity; and
	4) that the location and character of the use if developed according to the plan as submitted and approved will be in harmony with the area in which it is to be located and in general conformity with the plan of development of Elizabethtown.

Mayor Campbell:  Rev. Bruce Cannon is present and has signed up to speak, is there anything you would like to add to that, please feel free.

Rev. Cannon:  We respond to high volume calls when there is a hurricane or other natural disasters in the area to help with downed trees.... tarps, etc. and as of now all of our equipment and supplies is scattered over the Southeastern part of North Carolina and it is my goal to have all these supplies on hand so we can respond with all that is needed.  This storage building will be used solely for storing supplies and materials in the case of storms in the area.

Mayor Campbell:  Would you like to add anything to this.

Mr. Gary Pope:  Unless anyone has questions.

Mayor Campbell:  Does Town Council have any questions they would like to ask?

Council Member Dicky Glenn:  Have there been any objections from the neighbors?

Mr. Martin:  No sir. 

Mayor Campbell:  Any questions....okay guys we will be voting on this matter in just a little bit.  

Item #3:  Public Hearing: Quasi-Judicial Procedure - Special Use Permit Request by Peanut Processors, Case #SU-071812-9935, New Commercial Construction
	Mayor Campbell opened the public hearing and stated that this matter pertains to a special use permit request by Peanut Processors to allow the construction of a peanut storage building and associated structure at 3200 W. Broad Street.  Mayor Campbell stated this is a quasi-judicial hearing, Deputy Town Clerk Sarah Baysden was recognized to administer the swearing in to individuals wishing to speak, Signed up to speak was Mr. Nile Brisson.

Deputy Clerk Sarah Baysden:  Place your left hand on the Bible, raise your right hand, do you solemnly swear that the testimony that you are about to give is the truth, the whole truth so help you God.

Zoning Officer Bryan Martin:  The application that comes before you, is a Special Use request by Peanut Processors to construct a peanut storage building and an associated structure at 3200 W. Broad Street.  In accordance with the provisions of G.S. 160A-384, the property owners of the property involved in the special use application and the owners of the parcels of land abutting the property involved in the special use application have been sent notification of this evening's public hearing.  Additionally, notification of said hearing was advertised in the "Bladen Journal" on Tuesday, July 24th and Tuesday, July 31st.  The Planning Board approved the special use application in their meeting of August 6th and forward a favorable recommendation in which this request was unanimously approved. Town Council shall consider in granting the permit, the following findings:
	1) that the use will not materially endanger the public health or safety if located where proposed and developed according to the plan as submitted and approved;
	2) that the use meets all required conditions and specifications;
	3) that the use will not substantially inure the value of adjoining or abutting property, or that the use is a public necessity; and
	4) that the location and character of the use if developed according to the plan as submitted and approved will be in harmony with the area in which it is to be located and in general conformity with the plan of development of Elizabethtown.

Mayor Campbell:  Thank you.  Nile would you like to speak and make any kind of comments.

Mr. Nile Brisson: I purchased this property about 9 years ago and we need additional storage space for peanuts, I am in the peanut business and I appreciate everything that everyone has done. If you have questions concerning the building, I will be glad to tell you everything I know but it will be a storage facility.

Mayor Campbell:  Does anyone have any questions. Okay, thank you Niles, we are glad to have you down here.

Item #4:  Public Hearing:  Quasi-Judicial Procedure-Special Use Permit Request by Bladen's Bloomin' Agri-Industrial, Inc. to allow the construction of a business incubator building at 340 Aviation Parkway, Case #SU-071612-0476
	Mayor Campbell opened the public hearing and stated that this matter pertains to a Special Use Request for Bladen's Bloomin' Agri-Industrials request to construct an incubator building at 340 Aviation Parkway Case #SU-071612-0476. Mayor Campbell stated this is a quasi-judicial hearing, and Deputy town Clerk Sarah baysden was recognized to administer the swer in to individuals wishing to speak.

Deputy Clerk Sarah Baysden: Place your left hand on the Bible, raise your right hand, do you solemnly swear that the testimoney you are about to give is the truth, the whole truth, so help you God.

Mayor Campbell:  At this time I will call on Bryan to come forward.

Zoning Officer Bryan Martin:  The application that comes before you, is a Special Use request by Peanut Processors to construct an incubator building at 340 Aviation Parkway.  In accordance with the provisions of G.S. 160A-384, the property owners of the property involved in the special use application and the owners of the parcels of land abutting the property involved in the special use application have been sent notification of this evening's public hearing.  Additionally, notification of said hearing was advertised in the "Bladen Journal" on Friday, July 20th and Friday, July 27th.  The Planning Board approved the special use application in their meeting of August 6th and forwards a favorable recommendation in which this request was unanimously approved. Town Council shall consider in granting the permit, the following findings:
	1) that the use will not materially endanger the public health or safety if located where proposed and developed according to the plan as submitted and approved;
	2) that the use meets all required conditions and specifications;
	3) that the use will not substantially inure the value of adjoining or abutting property, or that the use is a public necessity; and
	4) that the location and character of the use if developed according to the plan as submitted and approved will be in harmony with the area in which it is to be located and in general conformity with the plan of development of Elizabethtown.

Mayor Campbell:  Any questions for Bryan, no one had signed up to speak. If there are no comments, I am going to close this public hearing.

Item #5:  Closing of a portion of Slingsby Street
	Mayor Campbell stated this matter concerns the closing of a portion of Slingsby Street so renovations could be made to the Elizabethtown Fire Department and use that property that is now designated as road.  Mayor Campbell advised that four (4) requirements were necessary in order to close a portion of Slingsby Street and that included a resolution to be advertised for four consecutive weeks, all adjoining property owners must be notified and then Council must adopt an Order to close the street. Mayor Campbell opened the public hearing and recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present this agenda item. 
	Mr. Madden stated that the street on the East side of the fire department which is located between Public Works building and Fire Department, be closed in an effort to renovate the fire department.  This area is somewhat congested as is and with the renovations, it would further complicate the matter. Therefore, it is recommended that this portion of Slingsby Street be closed, re-route traffic to West Street as primary access. There has been discussion in extending that street over to Martin Luther King Drive, however, that has not been requested by the public at this point.
	Mayor Campbell stated that some individuals have signed up to speak against the proposal.  Mayor Campbell recognized Ms. Audrey Stanfield to come forward and present her concerns.

Ms. Audrey Stanfield of 13209 Carriage Hills Court Raleigh, NC 27614-Ms. Stanfield conveyed her concerns of closing Slingsby Street in that I do not want to be closed in looking at barb wire fencing belonging to the Elizabethtown Public Works building.  Ms. Stanfield advised that she has a rental house located on Slingsby but she actually lives in Raleigh; however, she requested that Council consider leaving Slingsby street open. She further stated that she wanted to be able to express her concern, even though the decision was probably already made but her concerns are valid and wants to see that the street remains open so that she does not have to continue looking at barb wire fencing.

Ms. Rene Steele 502 Slingsby Street Elizabethtown, NC 28337-Ms. Steele stated that she was a native of the County and resident of Elizabethtown.  She stated that as a resident of the Slingsby Street neighborhood, she noticed that the street itself had not been properly maintained.  Her concerns are that a project is being considered when the Town is not even maintaining Slingsby Street. Ms. Steele asked if the street were closed how long would it take for emergency personnel to get to the houses in that area? Another question she had was that as a homeowner by closing the street would it lower her property value?  She asked that Council consider the area that she was living in, and to please not make it a dead end street.  Ms. Steele asked if the Town would consider other options. Ms. Steele conveyed her concern for the advertisement of the street closing. She noted that the letter she received came too late, the posted sign had no information on it; therefore, a request was made by Ms. Steele to table this agenda item.

Mayor Campbell stated that this had to be advertised for four weeks and the board has discussed different ways they could fix the fire department; but renovations are inevitable.  

Unidentified individual asked how often this advertisement was made and in what paper.  

Mayor Campbell stated the advertisement was for four (4) consecutive weeks in the local paper.  The individual stated that they received a letter but it was too late.  Mayor Campbell asked when was the letter received.  The individual (Mr. Ivan Davis) replied mid July, the individual continued to convey his concern and reported that he had left numerous messages for the Town Manager and they were not returned.  The individual (Mr. Davis) continued to stress that the streets on Slingsby have not even been maintained and that his intelligence was insulted, and encouraged Council to go over to Slingsby and view the unkept street.
Council Member Dicky Glenn stated that he traveled to Slingsby Street and noticed that the street was in need of repair.
Mayor Campbell stated that this agenda item was discussed at the noon meeting and options were considered; however, this was the only recourse. 
Council Member Charles DeVane stated that he traveled to Slingsby Street this evening and did find a sign that had strips of tape stating the meeting for tonight and for what purpose.  
Mayor Campbell asked Zoning Officer Bryan Martin if there was a sign up and if it was worded to advertise the meeting for tonight and about when the signs were placed.
Mr. Martin stated that he placed the signs (June 14th) and wording was written on tape and placed on the sign to advertise the meeting for tonight and a picture was presented to Council and to Mr. Davis to give proof that the sign was worded for a meeting and for what purpose.  

Mayor Campbell asked if there were other board members that wished to address this. 
Council Member Ricky Leinwand stated that Council would look at this matter..
Mayor Campbell stated no others had signed up to speak; therefore, the public hearing was closed.

Item #6:  Special Use Permit Request by Bladen Baptist Association, Case #SU051412-3112, Storage Building Construction
	Mayor Campbell presented this agenda item in which the Bladen Baptist Association wishes to construct a storage building.  A motion was made by Council Member Ricky Leinwand, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to approve this special use request as presented (Unanimous).

Item #7:  Special Use Permit Request by Peanut Processors, Inc. Case #SU071812-9935
	Mayor Campbell presented this agenda item in which Peanut Processor, Inc. wish to construct a storage building and associated structure.  A motion was made by Council Member Ricky Leinwand, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to approve the special use request for construction of buildings as presented (Unanimous).

Item #8:  Special Use Permit Request by Bladen's Bloomin' Agri-Industrial, Inc. Case #SU-071612-0476
	Mayor Campbell presented this agenda item in which Bladen's Bloomin wishes to construct an incubator building at the Industrial Park.  A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to approve the special use request as presented (Unanimous).

Item #9:  Resolution #12-09: Slingsby Street Closure
	Mayor Campbell presented to Council the matter of closing a portion of Slingsby Street.  A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to table this agenda item as presented (Unanimous).

Item #10:  Resolution #12-10 Water and Sewer Policy pertaining to voluntary annexation at the Elizabethtown Industrial Park		
	Mayor Campbell recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present this agenda item regarding the voluntary annexation at the Elizabethtown Industrial Park.  Mr. Madden stated that Council would need to consider the resolution for approval or disapproval on the water/sewer policy for out of town customers as it relates to the proposed incubator project at 340 Aviation Parkway in the Industrial Parkway.  A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to approve attachment 10-B Resolution #R-12-10 as presented (Unanimous).

Item #11:  Resolution #12-11 Small Town Main Street Program-Agreement to Participate
	Mayor Campbell presented this agenda item regarding the participation into the Small Town Main Street Program.  A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, and seconded by Council Member Dicky Glenn to approve the attached resolution as presented (Unanimous).

Item #12:  Elizabethtown Dixie Youth Recognition
	Mayor Campbell reminded Council this agenda item was previously heard at the beginning of the meeting.

Item #13: Resolution #12-13 Water Leak Policy
	Mayor Campbell recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present this agenda item regarding the water leak policy.  Mr. Madden stated that the Finance Department and Public Works have been working together to construct a policy that incorporates the change for customers served only by water, whereas, currently the policy conforms to water and sewer customers.  A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to approve the attached Resolution as presented (Unanimous).

Item #14:  Proclamation for "Elizabethtown Night Out"
	Mayor Campbell recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present this agenda item regarding the event "Elizabethtown Night Out".  Mr. Madden stated that in keeping with the "National Night Out" it was recommended that Council consider recognizing this event on August 23rd  as the "Elizabethtown Night Out".  The purpose of the event is for the Town to join forces in promoting cooperative, police-community crime prevention efforts. The event will be filled with activities for people of all ages to include live music, food and games. Mr. Madden reported that Four County Electric has contributed generously to this event to cover all associated costs.  A motion was made by Council Member Herman Lewis, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to approve the attached Proclamation as presented (Unanimous).

Item #15:  Proclamation for 100th Year Anniversary of the First Baptist Missionary Church 
	Mayor Campbell stated that the First Baptist Missionary Church located at 501 Martin Street would celebrate their 100th anniversary on September 9, 2012.  Therefore, Mayor Campbell read the Proclamation and Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd accepted on behalf of the First Baptist Missionary Church.  The attached Proclamation was approved in the noon work session.

Item #16:  North Carolina Department of Transportation Municipal Ordinances
	Mayor Campbell recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present this agenda item regarding the NC Department of Transportation Municipal Ordinances.  Mr. Madden stated that time to time it is necessary to make adjustments to speed limits and NC DOT has submitted the new changes and such are required by DOT.  A motion was made by Council Member Ricky Leinwand, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to approve the attached Municipal Ordinances as presented (Unanimous).

Item #17:  Budget Amendment 2012-2013- #2013-01 
	Mayor Campbell recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present this agenda item regarding budget amendments for July 2012.  Mr. Madden stated that four (4) items are listed for Council's consideration, they are as follows:

	A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to approve the budget amendment as presented (Unanimous).

Item #18:  Project Ordinance for SAFER Grant
	Mayor Campbell reported that the Elizabethtown Fire Department received SAFER grant funds in the amount of $267,374.00 from FEMA to use in the capacity of Recruitment & Retention ( R & R) for the Fire Department.  A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to approve the attached Project Ordinance for the SAFER Grant as presented (Unanimous).

Item #19:  Audit Report
	Mayor Campbell stated that the audit report was presented by CPA Bryon Scott in the noon work session.  Mayor Campbell asked for questions or comments regarding the audit, but none were noted.  A motion was made by Council Member Herman Lewis, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to approve the FY 2010-2011 audit report as presented.

Item #20:  Unpaid Fiscal Year's Tax Report and Order for Tax Collections
	Mayor Campbell presented the Unpaid Fiscal Year's Tax Report and Order for Tax Collections in which General Statutes requires that this be duly advertised each year in the local paper. The total of unpaid fiscal year's taxes amount to $260,505.91 for years 1999 through 2011.  A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to approve the Unpaid Fiscal Year's Tax Report and Order for Tax Collections as presented (Unanimous).

Item #21:  Fire District Service Contract
	Mayor Campbell recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present this agenda item regarding the Fire District Service Contract.  Mr. Madden stated that the Fire District Service Contract is essentially the same as in prior years with the exception that the amount appropriated to the Town has been increased by $3,500 to cover a grant match for a fire pump for one of the Town's fire trucks, total contract amount of $84,500.  A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, and seconded by Council Member Dicky Glenn to approve the attached Fire District Service Contract as presented (Unanimous).

Item #22:  Awnings over Town Right-of-Way
	Mayor Campbell stated that this agenda item concerns the awnings in the downtown area in which they are over extended with the sidewalks and landscaping. Mayor Campbell reported that the Town was previously selected as a Small Town Main Street recipient and with upcoming meetings, this matter with awnings would be discussed in an effort to come to an amicable solution for the business owner and the Town.  Mayor Campbell requested that this agenda item be tabled until it could be discussed in a Small Town Main Street meeting.
	Council Member Dicky Glenn requested that the businesses that are not in compliance with their awnings, that it be reiterated that a facade grant is available to pay for their awning or off-set the price. It would be beneficial for these businesses.

Item #23:  "Briefly"
	Mayor Campbell recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to report on upcoming events.  
-Bladen County Committee 100 will have a meeting on Wednesday, August 15th at 6:30pm at Lu Mil Vineyards.
-Classic Cruisers Annual Car Show is Saturday, August 11th starting at 8:00 am in the San Jose parking lot.
-Financial Report was distributed at the noon work session for Council's review.
-Site Review Check List was enclosed for Council's review.
-Mr. Madden stated that for the upcoming September 3rd meeting, which is also Labor Day, this would need to be rescheduled.  Council requested that the meeting be rescheduled for Monday, September 10th.  Also, Mr. Madden requested of Council if they would consider changing the October 1st meeting to October 8th due to an  event he would be participating in, out of town. Also, Deputy Clerk Sarah Baysden would be attending a course at the School of Government October 1st-5th.  Council did reschedule the Town Council meeting from October 1st to October 8th in the noon meeting.
