TOWN OF ELIZABETHTOWN
Re-Scheduled Meeting
December 6, 2012


	The Elizabethtown Town Council met for their monthly meeting which was re-scheduled for Thursday, December 6, 2012 at 7:30 pm in the Council Chamber of Town Hall.

	Present:  Mayor Sylvia Campbell, Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, Council Members Herman Lewis, Dicky Glenn,  Paula Greene, Ray Allen, Town Manager Eddie Madden, Deputy Clerk Sarah Baysden and Town Attorney Goldston Womble.  Department Heads that were present, Public Services Director Pat DeVane, Fire Chief Byron Graham, Police Chief Bobby Kinlaw and Zoning / Code Enforcement Officer Bryan Martin. Absent:  Council Member Ricky Leinwand and Finance Director Jan Lennon.

	Mayor Campbell reported that Council Member Ricky Leinwand's father had past away and requested that Council Members pause in silence as they remember past Mayor, Wallace Leinwand.  Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd was asked to give the invocation.

	Mayor Campbell presented the December 6, 2012 agenda as well as supplemental for approval. A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to approve the agenda as presented (Unanimous).

Item #1:  Approval of Previous Minutes
	Mayor Campbell presented to Council, the minutes of November 5, 2012 Regular Work Session, November 5, 2012 Regular Meeting, November 5, 2012 Closed Session and November 15, 2012 Small Town Main Street Meeting. A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to approve the minutes as presented (Unanimous).

Presentation:  Mayor Campbell recognized Ms. Anne Oglesby of the Lumber River Division of Aging in which she distributed annual report information and spoke very  briefly on the purpose of the Division of Aging.  Ms. Oglesby stated that the Lumber River Division of Aging work for the Counties and Municipalities in order to make these governmental offices aware of the programs and grants that are available in their counties and towns.  Ms. Oglesby expressed to Council that the Division of Aging would like to know what the issues are, needs and concerns for the community.  Ms. Oglesby stated that she would be the point of contact for any matters that Council would like to discuss. 
	Mayor Campbell thanked Ms. Oglesby for her presentation and enlightening Council on this matter.

Item #2:  Resolution #12-21-Declare Surplus Generator and 2000 Ford Crown Victoria
	Mayor Campbell stated that two items are presented under Resolution #12-21, that being a generator and a 2000 Ford Crown Vic will be declared as surplus and it is requested that Council authorize the sale through GovDeals.com.
	A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to approve generator and 2000 Ford Crown Vic as surplus and sell through internet auction (GovDeals.com) (Unanimous).Copy of the signed Reesolution is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.

Item #3:  Pedestrian Plan Approval
	Mayor Campbell recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present this agenda item regarding the Pedestrian Plan.  Mr. Madden stated that several months ago the NC Department of Transportation awarded the Town of Elizabethtown a Planning Grant to study areas pertaining to pedestrian access.  The Town hired Withers and Ravenel to oversee this project and a presentation is forthcoming from representatives of this firm.  Mr. Madden reported that a committee was formed in order to work along side of Withers and Ravenel and several committee members represent property owners, business owners and concerned citizens.  Mr. Madden relayed to Council that in order to prepare for this project; therefore, surveys were conducted numerous times throughout the process with input coming from the public.  This information has been compiled and placed in a draft report for Council's review.  Mr. Madden recognized Ms. Jennifer Wagner of Withers and Ravenel to give a powerpoint presentation on the information submitted.
	Ms. Wagner stated that her team has been working on a Comprehensive Pedestrian Plan for the Town of Elizabethtown and funds were used from a grant received from the NC DOT and this does meet their requirements and template for such documents.  Ms. Wagner further stated that this Pedestrian Plan would serve as a tool for the Town to gain future funding for pedestrian projects by providing guidance on which projects to pursue and standards that must be met as well as possible funding sources.  Ms. Wagner gave a brief overview of the Comprehensive Pedestrian Plan document and the proposed Pedestrian System.  Council Members received information concerning the Pedestrian Plan in their packets for review as well as a pdf document.
	Council Members relayed to Ms. Wagner that some areas were not depicted on the Pedestrian Plan as heavily traveled areas and this matter was discussed as a possible revision on the Pedestrian Plan draft.  Ms. Wagner stated that there are possible areas throughout Elizabethtown that can be identified as needing more sidewalks.  Ms. Wagner conveyed to Council that these areas could be added, with Council's permission, as narrative within the report making an indication that it should be considered. 
	Ms. Wagner stated that if Council agreed with the draft, it would need to be approved in its draft state, it would then be forwarded to NC DOT for their review and this could take up to 6 months.  This draft report would then be forwarded back to the Town for adoption.
	Mayor Campbell thanked Ms. Wagner for her assistance in this project and for the presentation.
	A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to approve the draft including three (3) streets that Council requested be included in the draft (Mill, Dunham, Swanzy from Poplar to MLK) (Unanimous).

Item #4:  Airport Lighting Bid Approval
	Mayor Campbell presented the Airport Lighting Bid Approval in which the NC DOT Division of Aviation received grant funds in the amount of $704,583.00 to replace the existing airfield lighting at the Curtis L. Brown, Jr. Field.  Mayor Campbell stated that the low bid was in the amount of $616,100 from Walker and Whiteside, Inc. in which they will replace the old system with a new lighting system.  Mayor Campbell advised that the project is funded with a 90% grant and a local match from the Airport Commission is required.
	A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd and seconded by Council Member Dicky Glenn to approve the low bid of of $616.100 to Walker & Whiteside, Inc. (Unanimous). Copy of certified bid list and recommendation attached.

Item #5: Fireman's Relief Board Appointment-Wayne Edge Term Expires January 2013.	
	Mayor Campbell reported that Mr. Wayne Edge currently serves on the Firemen's Relief Board, with the term expiring on January, 2013.  It is requested that Mr. Edge be appointed to serve an additional term on the Firemen's Relief Board.  A motion was made by Council Member Herman Lewis and seconded by Council Member Ray Allen to reappoint Mr. Wayne Edge to the Firemen's Relief Board (Unanimous).

Item #6:  Annual Firefighter's Roster
	Mayor Campbell presented the annual firefighter's roster in which a valid and accurate list of all eligible firefighters is required by the NC State Fireman's Association.  A motion was made by Council Member Paula Greene, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to approve the firefighter's roster as presented (Unanimous).

Item #7:  Municipal Agreement Bridge 31 Located on Mercer Mill Road
	Mayor Campbell recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present this agenda item regarding the Municipal Agreement that pertains to the Mercer Mill Road Bridge (31).  Mr. Madden stated that the NC DOT submitted a Municipal Agreement for work that will be performed on Bridge #31 which is located across Brown's Creek on Mercer Mill Road, SR#1700 (now SR1806).  Mr. Madden reported that right-of-way and planning are complete and it is anticipated that work will begin after the new year.  A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to approve the Municipal Agreement as presented for replacement of Bridge #31 over Brown's Creek on Mercer Mill Road SR #1700 (now SR1806)(Unanimous).  Copy of the roster is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.
