Scheduled Meeting
July 2, 2012


	The Elizabethtown Town Council met for their regular meeting on July 2, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chamber of the Elizabethtown Municipal Building.  Those in attendance were Mayor Sylvia Campbell, Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, Council Members, Herman Lewis, Dicky Glenn, Ray Allen, Ricky Leinwand, Charles DeVane, and  Attorney Goldston Womble. Department Heads present included Public Services Director Pat DeVane, Police Chief Bobby Kinlaw, Finance Director Jan Lennon, Fire Chief Byron Graham, Zoning/Code Enforcement Officer Bryan Martin and Town Manager Eddie Madden.

	Mayor Campbell lead the invocation for the evening meeting.

	Mayor Campbell presented the July 2, 2012 agenda as well as supplemental for approval. A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Council Member Ricky Leinwand to approve the agenda as presented (Unanimous).

Item #1:  Approval of Previous Minutes
	Mayor Campbell presented to Council, the minutes of June 4, 2012 Regular Work Session, June 4, 2012 Regular Meeting, June 4, 2012 Reconvened Meeting, June 5, 2012 Closed Session, June 18, 2012 Special Called Meeting, June 25, 2012 Special Called Meeting and June 25, 2012 Closed Session. A motion was made by Council Member Ricky Leinwand and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to approve the minutes as presented (Unanimous).

Item #2:  Resolution R#12-08: Surplus Property Disposal through GovDeal.com
	Mayor Campbell recognized Public Services Director Pat DeVane to present this agenda item regarding surplus property that will need to be disposed of through GovDeal.com.  Mr. DeVane stated that the Public Services Department wishes to dispose of a 1992 Chevrolet 2500 Truck and a 1993 Ford F150 Truck.  Mr. DeVane stated that the surplus vehicles had excessive miles as well as one vehicle was using large quantities of oil and would cost more to repair than the vehicles were worth.  Mr. DeVane requested that Council review the surplus photos and a Resolution Authorizing Sale of Personal Property by Internet Auction will need to be considered for approval.  A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to approve the attached resolution as presented (Unanimous).

Item #3:  Contract to Audit Accounts for FY 7/1/11 to 6/30/12 with Thompson, Price, Scott & Adams CPA
	Mayor Campbell recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present the Contract to Audit Accounts for FY 2011 to 2012.  Mr. Madden stated that Mr. Bryon Scott of Thompson, Price, Scott & Adams CPA forwarded to the Town a contract for audit services that includes FY 7/1/11 to 6/30/12; it appears that the audit contract is in order for approval.  A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Council member Herman Lewis to approve the audit contract as presented (Unanimous).

Item #4:  Fire Station Renovation Update from Terry Cox
	This agenda item was stricken from the agenda due to Mr. Terry Cox's presentation was given at Council's Noon Work Session.

Item #5:  Water Supply Contract with Bladen County Water District
 	Mayor Campbell recognized Public Services Director Mr. Pat DeVane to give an update on the water supply contract with Bladen County. Mr. DeVane stated that he along with Town Manager Eddie Madden and Bladen County Representatives Robert Mazur and Randy Garner met to discuss the water matter between the Town of Elizabethtown and Bladen County.  Mr. DeVane stated that they talked about the water consumption and how the Town failed to bill properly and that the County failed to contact the Town about the contract.  Mr. DeVane stated that the contract needed to be revised and updated due to the contract was compiled 12 to 13 years ago and nobody was adhering to same.  In addition to the contract, the County disagreed that they should be responsible for a water bill from several months back especially now that the County services 7,500 people and the Town serves 2,100.  Mr. DeVane stated that the County was billed but not the correct amount; however, the full amount of the bill would be sent to the County which would include the new rate from 158 to 190 per 1,000 gallons.

	Mayor Campbell recognized Mr. Ken Massey who is the leader for the Battle of Elizabethtown reenactment.  Mr. Massey requested to appear before Council to give final details on the reenactment that would take place July 28th and 29th.  
	Mr. Massey stated that on Friday, July 27th the re-enactors would arrive to set up camp on the property adjacent to the Cape Fear Farmer's Market and the main events would take place all day on Saturday with the last reenactment on Sunday at 2pm. Mr. Massey recognized Captain Tim Dilinger to give further details on events that would take place.  Mr. Dilinger stated that he would perform storytelling on the Battle of Elizabethtown.  Mr. Dilinger further stated that period vendors would display art work and t-shirts for individuals to buy.  Mr. Massey and Mr. Dilinger asked if there were questions or comments.
	Mayor Campbell asked if arrangements were being made to advertise the event, that it was very important that billboards were displayed and signs placed around the area.
	Mr. Dilinger stated they were working on advertisement that involved a billboard and were in hopes of making it before the deadline.
	Mayor Campbell asked if there were further questions, none were noted.  Mayor Campbell thanked Mr. Dilinger and Mr. Massey for their presentation and the Town was looking forward to seeing the reenactment take place.
