	The Elizabethtown Town Council met in a Special Called Joint Meeting with the Planning Board on Monday, June 18, 2012 at 5:30 p.m. in the Town Hall Council Chamber.  Those in attendance included Mayor Sylvia Campbell, Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, Council Members Charles DeVane, Dicky Glenn, Herman Lewis, Ray Allen and Ricky Leinwand and Town Manager Eddie Madden.  Those attending from the Planning Board: Chairperson Kathy Page, Board Members Charles Cain, Rufus Lloyd, Dorothy Peterson and Yvette Ross. Also attending, Fire Chief Byron Graham, Zoning/Code Enforcement Officer Bryan Martin, Ms. Shanelle Bullock of the Division of Community Assistance and Town Attorney Goldston Womble. Absent: Planning Board Members Dan Allen, Heather Tart, Howell Clark and J.C. Batchelor

	Mayor Campbell called upon Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to give the invocation.

	Mayor Campbell stated that the purpose of conducting a joint meeting with the Town Council and Planning Board was to review and discuss the revisions that were made by the Division of Community Assistance Director, Shanelle Bullock.  Mayor Campbell thanked everyone for attending, and stated that the evening meeting will allow questions and comments regarding revisions to the Elizabethtown Zoning Ordinance.  Mayor Campbell recognized Ms. Bullock to proceed further in presenting the revisions to the zoning ordinance.  
	
	Ms. Bullock stated that each chapter would be gone through thoroughly in an effort to make changes as needed and discuss revisions that have been made. Ms. Bullock stated that some of the regulations that are in the zoning ordinance are still the same, and there are new sections and some language that was added.   Ms. Bullock gave a general overview of each section and pointed out new language that was added particularly in Sections 6: Nonconforming Situations and Section 10: Signs.  Council Members conveyed their concerns for temporary advertising signs in which Council requested that temporary signs not have flashing lights but can be illuminated. Ms. Bullock stated that the language in the zoning ordinance would stipulate "non-flashing temporary signs are not permitted".  Council Members continued to ask questions and request changes as Ms. Bullock reviewed the revisions in the zoning ordinance.  Council Members found concerns with the following sections of the zoning ordinance:  

-	Section 7: District Regulations-Adult Video Gaming Operations (d)
-	Section 9: Off-Street Parking, Loading-Hospitals (Minimum Requirement)
-	Section 10: Signs-Signs Permitted with a Zoning Permit
-	Section 15: Stormwater and Watershed Protection

	Ms. Bullock stated that the noted revisions would be made and upon completion this would be forwarded to Zoning Officer Bryan Martin for his review and presentation to the Planning Board and Council. A public hearing will be tentatively scheduled for the August Town Council meeting.

	Mayor Campbell asked for additional comments and/or questions, none were noted.  A motion was made by Council Member Herman Lewis, and seconded by Council Member Ricky Leinwand to adjourn (Unanimous).

	Planning Board Chairperson Kathy Page called for a motion to adjourn.  A motion was made by Planning Board Member Yvette Ross, and seconded by Board Member Rufus Lloyd (Unanimous).
