TOWN OF ELIZABETHTOWN
Scheduled Meeting
June 4, 2012


	The Elizabethtown Town Council met for their regular scheduled meeting on Monday, June 4, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chamber of the Elizabethtown Municipal Building.  Those in attendance were Mayor Sylvia Campbell, Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, Council Members, Herman Lewis, Dicky Glenn, Ray Allen, Ricky Leinwand, Charles DeVane, and  Town Attorney Goldston Womble. Department Heads present included Police Chief Bobby Kinlaw, Public Services Director Pat DeVane, Fire Chief Byron Graham and Town Manager Eddie Madden. Absent: Finance Director Jan Lennon.

	Mayor Campbell recognized Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to give the invocation.

	Mayor Campbell presented the June 4, 2012 agenda for approval. A motion was made by Council Member Ricky Leinwand, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to approve the agenda as presented (Unanimous).

Item #1:  Approval of Previous Minutes
	Mayor Campbell presented to Council, the minutes of April 5, 2012 Special Called Meeting, May 7, 2012 Regular Meeting and May 7, 2012 Closed Session, and Special Called Meeting of May 16, 2012. A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to approve the minutes as presented (Unanimous).

Item #2:  Public Hearing: FY 2012-2013 Proposed Budget
	Mayor Campbell opened the public hearing and recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present this agenda item regarding the FY 2012-2013 Proposed Budget.  Mr. Madden presented the proposed budget in which a general overview was given.
	Mayor Campbell asked for comments or questions regarding the proposed budget, but none were noted.  The public hearing was closed.

Item #3:  Resolution #2012-05: In support of the Recommended Feasibility Study for the Proposed NC International Terminal at Southport
	Mayor Campbell stated that a Resolution of Support is requested regarding the Feasibility Study for the proposed NC International Terminal at Southport.  Those in support of the port have asked that the Elizabethtown Town Council vote in support of the terminal because of the boost that would likely occur to the local economy.  A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to approve the attached Resolution (Unanimous).

Item #4:  Resolution #2012-06: Slingsby Street Closing
	Mayor Campbell stated that Resolution #2012-06 (Resolution of Intent) is presented for Council's consideration in order to take steps toward closing Slingsby Street which is located between the Elizabethtown Fire Department and Public Services Building. Mayor Campbell stated the purpose of closing Slingsby is to make room for the proposed additions to the fire station and to provide additional parking.  Mayor Campbell stated that if the Resolution of Intent is approved the next step is to advertise in the local paper for four (4) consecutive weeks. Notification will be made to the property owners and a Public Hearing scheduled at a later date.  A motion was made by Council Member Ricky Leinwand, and seconded by Council member Dicky Glenn to approve the attached Resolution of Intent as presented (Unanimous).  

Item #5:  Resolution #2012-07 for Planning Board Chairman Jim McLaney
	Mayor Campbell recognized Planning Board Chairman Jim McLaney for presentation of a framed Resolution of Appreciation for the many years that Chairman McLaney had served on the Planning Board.  Mayor Campbell advised that Chairman McLaney's term would expire on June 30, 2012 with the Board and he had decided not to serve another term of office.  Mayor Campbell read the Resolution of Appreciation and presented same to Chairman McLaney.  The attached Resolution was unanimously approved in the noon work session.

Item #6:  FY 2012-2013 Budget Adoption
	Mayor Campbell presented the FY 2012-2013 Budget, Council Members have attended budget workshops as well as acquired a proposed copy of the budget to review.  A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, and seconded by Council Member Dicky Glenn to approve the adoption of the attached FY 2012-2013  budget ordinance (Unanimous).

Item #7:  Appraisal Solicitation for 2009 CDBG Relocation Project 
	Mayor Campbell stated that Mr. Floyd Adams of The Adams Company presented an update on the 2009 CDBG Relocation Project at the noon meeting.  Mayor Campbell recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present further information on this matter.  Mr. Madden stated that Mr. Adams gave an update on the 2009 Relocation Project and also requested that Council consider adding a supplemental to the evening agenda regarding the appraisal solicitation for 2009 CDBG Project.  Mr. Adams also requested that upon Council's review if they would consider the lowest bids for the appraisal service submitted, as follows:

	Mayor Campbell reported that in Council's noon work session, Ms. Heather Tart and Mr. Dan Allen were nominated to fill the two vacant seats for the Planning Board. A motion was made at that time and unanimously approved for appointment of Ms. Tart and Mr. Allen to the Planning Board. Reappointments were approved for the ABC Board, Housing Authority and Airport/Economic Development Commission at the Noon meeting as well.

Item #9:  Water Supply Contract with Bladen County Water District
	Mayor Campbell recognized Public Services Director Pat DeVane to present this agenda item regarding the water contract between the Town and Bladen County.  Mr. DeVane stated that the Town's Water Department has been experiencing a high demand for water from the Bladen County water system due to a County well not functioning at this time on Highway 242. A meeting has been scheduled, per direction of the Town Council, to discuss this matter with the County Operations Manager about the County's anticipated water demands and projected date of when their well would be up and running.  

Item #10:  SCADA System Matters
	Mayor Campbell requested that Public Services Director Pat DeVane present this agenda item regarding the SCADA System.  Mr. DeVane stated that a SCADA System was greatly needed for the lift stations, to warn Public Services when something was wrong.  Mr. DeVane stated that the old system Public Services has at this time, was installed in 1998 or 1999 and it is completely worn out and does not work property.  Mr. DeVane reported that this SCADA System better suits the needs of the Water Department.  It is requested that $41,000 be placed into the Water Fund Capital Reserve Account and as additional funds become available be added to the future purchase of adding additional SCADA systems to each of the twenty four wells and lift-stations to provide adequate monitoring. A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Council Member Ricky Leinwand to authorize the Town Manager to transfer the necessary funds into the Water Fund Capital Reserve Account (Unanimous).

Item #11:  PAR Approval and Building design for Elizabethtown Fire Department
 	Mayor Campbell stated that Architect Terry Cox met with Council at the noon work session and presented proposed sketches of the Elizabethtown Fire Department.  A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Council Member Ricky Leinwand to approve the building design and attached Preliminary Architectural Report (PAR) of the Elizabethtown Fire Station renovations project (Unanimous).

Item #12:  Sharp Business Solution Contract
	Mayor Campbell recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present this agenda item regarding a contract with Sharp Business Systems.  Mr. Madden stated that the contract on the multi-function equipment in Administration expires the end of June 2012.  A proposal from Sharp for an additional contract period of five (5) years was submitted to staff, the contract includes replacement of older equipment in Administration and Public Services.  Mr. Madden stated that additional equipment will be provided to the Finance office that will be used for printing water and tax bills as well as a storage center for data. Mr. Madden advised that the proposed contract amount is essentially the same as the current contract and all costs are included in the FY 2012-2013 budget with a 5-year contract period.
	A motion was made by Council Member Ricky Leinwand, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to approve the attached Sharp Business Systems Contract as presented (Unanimous).

Item #13:  Surplus Property Disposal-Morehead Street Office Unit
	Mayor Campbell recognized Public Services Director Pat DeVane to present this agenda item regarding the surplus property located on Morehead Street.  Mr. DeVane stated that this surplus property (Mobile Office Unit) was advertised two months ago; however, there were no perspective buyers due to the unit not having a kitchen, no axles, wheels or tongue.  Therefore, an auction was the next step in trying to sell the unit, but a local citizen agreed to buy the office unit for $1.00 as he was going to donate to a Christian Academy.  A motion was made by Council Member Ray Allen, and seconded by Council Member Charles Devane to approve the $1.00 sale for the Mobile Office Unit (Unanimous).  

Item #14:  Facade Grant Application
	Mayor Campbell recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present this agenda item regarding facade grant applications.  Council Member Ricky Leinwand requested that he recuse himself from this agenda item due to a conflict of interest.  A motion was made by Council Member Charles DeVane, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to accept this request from Council Member Leinwand (Unanimous).
	Mr. Madden stated that two applications were submitted to replace the exterior facade or awnings that were not in compliance with the Elizabethtown Zoning Ordinance.  The following applications were received:

	Mr. Madden stated that funds for the facade grant would be available after July 1st in the amount of $10,000; the maximum amount that will be considered for each business is $2,000
	A motion was made by Council Member Herman Lewis, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to approve the attached facade grant applications as presented (Unanimous).

Item #15:  Contract for Services for Water Supply Evaluation and PER
	Mayor Campbell stated that the Town received a $40,000 grant from the NC Rural Center for the purpose of identifying future sources of potable water.  This grant does require a 100% match and a contract will need to be signed, if approved by Council
	A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, and seconded by Council Member Dicky Glenn to approve the attached contract which will require a 100% match on behalf of the Town (Unanimous).

Item #16:  Amendment No. 1 Meter Replacement Project with the NC Rural Center
	This agenda item was stricken from the evening agenda.

-	The Zoning Board of Adjustments will meet on Wednesday, June 13, 2012.
-	A Special Called Meeting is scheduled for the Planning Board and Town Council to review and discuss revisions made to the Elizabethtown Zoning Ordinance by the Division of Community Assistance.
-	The Annual Chamber Banquet will take place on June 19th at Lu Mil Vineyards at 7pm.
