October 15, 2012


	The Elizabethtown Town Council met for their monthly meeting which was re-scheduled for Monday, October 15, 2012 at 7:00 pm in the Council Chamber of Town Hall.

	Present:  Mayor Sylvia Campbell, Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, Council Members Herman Lewis, Dicky Glenn, Ray Allen, Ricky Leinwand Town Manager Eddie Madden, Deputy Clerk Sarah Baysden and Town Attorney Goldston Womble.  Department Heads that were present, Public Services Director Pat DeVane, Fire Chief Byron Graham and Police Chief Bobby Kinlaw.  Absent: Finance Director Jan Lennon.
	

	Mayor Campbell called on Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to give the invocation.

	Mayor Campbell presented the October 15, 2012 agenda as well as supplemental for approval. A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to approve the agenda as presented (Unanimous).

Item #1:   Approval of Previous Minutes
	Mayor Campbell presented to Council, the minutes of September 10, 2012 Re-Scheduled Work Session, September 10, 2012 Re-Scheduled Meeting, September 10, 2012 Closed Session, September 13, 2012 Special Called Meeting and September 24, 2012 Special Called Meeting. A motion was made by Council Member Herman Lewis and seconded by Council Member Ray Allen to approve the minutes as presented (Unanimous).

Item #2:  Public Hearing: Catalyst Grant Application 2012-12
	Mayor Campbell opened the public hearing and recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present this agenda regarding the Catalyst Grant application.  Mr. Madden stated that an application was submitted from the Town through the Catalyst Program.  The purpose of applying for the grant is to identify a couple of projects which include the renovations of the Morehead Street Buildings that the Town purchased a couple of years ago, currently this building houses three (3) tenants.  Mr. Madden stated that this building does meet the qualifications required for renovations.  The second project is the Paul R. Brown Building located on Martin Luther King, Jr. Drive which is in need of roof replacement.  Mr. Madden recognized Mr. Floyd Adams of The Adams Company, in which he had signed up to speak on behalf of this public hearing.
	Mr. Adams stated that two public hearings are required; therefore, the meeting taking place this evening will constitute as one of two meetings. Mr Adams conveyed to Council that he met with the State and helpful information was given to achieve a possible selection of the Town's application in the second round, since the application was not chosen in the first round.  Mr. Adams conveyed to Council that he felt really good about this second round and anticipated the selection of the Town's application. 
	Mayor Campbell stated that the second public hearing regarding the Catalyst Grant Application would be on Council's' November Agenda.  Mayor Campbell asked for additional questions or comments, but none were noted.  The public hearing was closed.

Item #3:  Resolution #R-12-14 for Halloween and observe October 31st
	Mayor Campbell stated that a Resolution is presented to Town Council regarding Halloween which will take place on Wednesday, October 31st.  Mayor Campbell stated that the resolution stipulates that trick-or-treating  begin at 5:00 p.m. and end at 9:00 p.m, children 12 and under shall be allowed to solicit treats and children under the age of 9 must be accompanied by an adult.
	A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, and seconded by Council Member Ricky Leinwand, to approve the Resolution as presented (Unanimous).  Resolution # 12-14 is attached and incorporated herein by reference.

Item #6:  Proclamation "Hire A Vet Week"
	Mayor Campbell recognized Ms. Ann Garrett of the Division of Workforce Solutions in which Ms. Garrett requested Council to consider the week of November 11th through November 17th as "Hire a Vet Week".  Mayor Campbell read and presented a Proclamation to Ms. Garrett.
	A motion was made by Council Member Ricky Leinwand, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to approve the Proclamation as presented (Unanimous). Proclamation is attached and incorporated herein by reference.

Item #7:  Star Wireless Metro-Ethernet Service Level Agreement and Addendum
	Mayor Campbell recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present this agenda item regarding internet service for Town Hall.  Mr. Madden reported that in the last several years, internet service was provided through the fiber line which is connected to the Bladen County Courthouse, this service was provided at no cost through the State of North Carolina. However, budget cuts have played a part in this matter and will no longer be a free service to Law Enforcement Agencies and Local Government.  Therefore, the Town will have to seek service from a local vendor.  Mr. Madden stated that after contacting several different vendors, Star Telephone (Intrstar) offered the best feasible service.  Mr. Madden requested that Council consider approving this contract with Star Telephone (Intrstar) which includes 5MB along with private VLAN connection back to the Courthouse and this would continue to serve the DCI program that Police Chief Bobby Kinlaw relies upon.  Mr. Madden reported that the cost per month would be $400 which is considerably lower than retail. 
	A motion was made by Council Member Ricky Leinwand, and seconded by Council Member Dicky Glenn to approve the Star Wireless Metro-Ethernet Service Level Agreement and Addendum as presented (Unanimous). Agreement and Addendum are attached and incorporated herein by reference.

	Mayor Campbell presented the Letter of Resignation from Council Member Charles DeVane in which this request will be effective October 15, 2012; therefore, Council will be looking for a board member to replace Mr. DeVane.
	A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to accept Mr. Charles DeVane's resignation effective October 15, 2012 (Unanimous).Letter of Resignation is attached and incorporated herein by reference.

	Mayor Campbell recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present upcoming events and meetings as well as important information.

	Mayor Campbell advised that the Town Manager was looking at options concerning parking matters at the Fire Department, since this was currently a problem that the Town was dealing with.  
	Mr. Madden stated that there was a possibility that additional parking could be moved near the water tank located on Swanzy Street as well as using the parking spaces that are located at Public Services upon them closing each afternoon.  
	Ms. Stanfield stated that she wanted to make sure that she was clear on what was taking place.
	Mayor Campbell stated that at this time the street would not be closed; however, the Town Manager was working on this case and if there seemed to be a problem, the residents on Slingsby Street would be properly notified.
	Mayor Campbell asked if there were additional questions, but none were noted.  Also, Mayor Campbell asked for any others that would like to speak during this time, but no one came forward.
