White Goods and Bulk Pickup Policy

Large disposable items,  not exceeding 2 ½ cubic yards, will be picked up by the town free of charge,  by appointment.   Items may include appliances, televisions, furniture, water heaters, etc.  (See Debris, Yard Waste, and White Goods below for additional information.).  Discarded refrigerators, freezers or similar appliances with doors that pose an accidental trapping hazard must have the doors removed before they are set out for collection. 

Place all bulk trash items at the edge of your yard off the street pavement for pickup.  The Public Works Department picks up bulk trash, yard debris, and white goods the 1st Thursday and 3rd Thursday of each month. For complete information or to make an appointment, call the Public Works Department at  862-2035.

The town does not pick up construction material debris; the town will not collect unwanted or abandoned furniture, appliances, or incidentals related to home fires or demolition projects. Citizens should call a private hauler for this type of refuse removal. If you have any questions contact the Public Works Department.

For large volumes of bulk trash pickup, call the Public Works Department for a pickup appointment prior to setting the trash out.   Additional fees also may apply; see Fees below.
