TOWN OF ELIZABETHTOWN
Re-Scheduled Meeting
September 10, 2012


	The Elizabethtown Town Council met for their regular meeting on September 10 , 2012 at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chamber of the Elizabethtown Municipal Building.  Those in attendance were Mayor Sylvia Campbell, Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, Council Members, Herman Lewis, Dicky Glenn, Ray Allen, Ricky Leinwand, Charles DeVane, and  Attorney Goldston Womble. Department Heads present included Public Services Director Pat DeVane, Police Chief Bobby Kinlaw, Finance Director Jan Lennon, Fire Chief Byron Graham, Zoning/Code Enforcement Officer Bryan Martin and Town Manager Eddie Madden.

	Mayor Campbell recognized Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to lead the invocation for the evening meeting.

	Mayor Campbell presented the September 10, 2012 agenda for approval. A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to approve the agenda as presented (Unanimous).

Item #1:  Approval of Previous Minutes
	Mayor Campbell presented to Council, the minutes of August 6, 2012 Regular Work Session, July 6, 2012 Regular Meeting and August 30, 2012. A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to approve the minutes as presented (Unanimous).

Item #2:  Public Hearing:  Zoning Map Amendment Request to create Central Business District, rename Heavy Industrial (HI-I) and Light Industrial (LI) and change two parcels from Heavy Industrial to office Institutional (OI) Case #RZ062512-8780
	Mayor Campbell opened the public hearing and recognized Zoning/Code Enforcement Officer Bryan Martin to present this agenda item.  Mr. Martin stated that the Town of Elizabethtown has been working with the Department of Commerce in an effort to update the Zoning Ordinance; therefore, a recommendation was made to rezone specific areas.  Mr. Martin stated that rezoning would create Central Business District, rename Heavy Industrial (HI-I) and Light Industrial (LI) and change two parcels from Heavy Industrial to Office Institutional (OI). The Planning Board reviewed this request in their July 2, 2012 meeting; therefore, a unanimous recommendation was forwarded to Town Council for their consideration.  Mr. Martin reported that letters were mailed to adjacent property owners notifying them of the rezoning request, as well as an advertisement displayed in the "Bladen Journal" on August 28th and September 4, 2012.  Mr. Martin made it known that no protest petitions were received. 
	Mr. Martin reminded Council that according to the Elizabethtown Zoning Ordinance Article 12, Section 3.3(B), that in deciding whether to adopt a proposed amendment, the central issue before the Board shall be whether or not the proposed changes advances the public health, safety or welfare.
	Mayor Campbell asked for questions or comments regarding this request, but none were noted.  Mayor Campbell closed the public hearing and this matter would be considered for approval under agenda item #4.

Item #3:  Public Hearing:  2012 CDBG Infrastructure Grant Funds for Area-Wide Sewer Collection System Improvements
	Mayor Campbell opened the public hearing and reminded Council Members that this would be the first of two public hearings required for the 2012 CDBG Infrastructure Grant Funds for Area-Wide Sewer Collection System Improvements.  Mayor Campbell recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present this agenda item.  Mr. Madden stated that in the noon work session an opportunity was provided in which Council could direct question to WK Dickson Representatives Angie Mettlen and Carter Hubard.  Mr. Madden stated that the Town received a 2011 planning grant to study areas served by sewer to determine if repairs or replacement of existing infrastructure is needed.  Mr. Madden stated that collapsed and worn sewer lines were in dire need of attention and the grant funds for this project would make it possible to make improvements.
	Mayor Campbell asked for questions or comments, but none were noted; therefore, the public hearing was closed.

Item #4:  Zoning Map Amendment Request by the Town of Elizabethtown to rezone all Heavy Industrial (HI) and Light Industrial (LI) to Industrial with the following exceptions: PINs 1311.07.59.6897, 1311.07.59.5877,1311.07.59.3942,1311.07.591691 and 1311.06.49.7778 Heavy Industrial (HI) to Office and Institutional (OI); rezone PIN 1311.08.88.7620 Heavy Industrial (HI) to High Density Residential (R10); and create a Central Business District in our downtown area, currently zoned Central Commercial (C2). Case #RZ062512-8780
		Mayor Campbell requested that Council consider this agenda item for approval.  A motion was made by Council Member Ricky Leinwand, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to approve this agenda item based on the fact that Town Council has reviewed these documents and found that the following zoning map amendment is inconsistent with the objectives and policies in the adopted Land Use and Strategic Plans; however, the zoning map amendment is reasonable and in the public interest at this time (Unanimous).

Item #5:  Resolution #R-12-09: Slingsby Street Closure Order
	Mayor Campbell presented a Street Closure Order in which a request was made at the August Town Council meeting; however, a motion was made to table this matter.  Mayor Campbell stated that a request by the Town to close a portion of Slingsby Street was necessary in order to make renovations to the Elizabethtown Fire Department.  Mayor Campbell recognized citizens that were concerned for the closing of Slingsby Street and wished to give brief comments regarding same.
	Ms. Eva Stanfield stated that she currently lives in Raleigh but has two rental houses located on Slingsby Street in which she conveyed her concerns in the closing of Slingsby Street.  Ms. Stanfield spoke against the Street Closure Order and requested that Council consider very carefully this matter especially when the response time for emergency personnel to be re-routed to get to Slingsby Street in the case of an emergency, could be hindered considerably.  
	Ms. Doris Smith approached Council and conveyed her concern for the Slingsby Street closing and requested that Council consider leaving the street open and possibly look at other options of renovating the fire department. She conveyed her concern for the amount of time it would take for emergency personnel, whether it be the fire department, rescue squad or police to reach her home, if they had to be re-routed.
	Ms. Renee Steele approached Council and stated that she would be against the closing of Slingsby Street, that she is a promoter of growth in the Town and understood the purpose of renovating the fire department.  Ms. Steele requested that Council consider looking at other ways to renovate the fire department.
	Mr. Ivan Davis abruptly interrupted Ms. Steele and conveyed his disdain for the Town's request to even close Slingsby Street. Mr. Davis is not a property owner; however, he did speak against the closing of Slingsby Street.
	Mayor Campbell asked for questions or comments. 
	Council Members Dicky Glenn, Rufus Lloyd, Herman Lewis and Ricky Leinwand spoke to the speakers regarding this matter and conveyed to them that Council has not taken this matter lightly and it has been carefully pondered.
	A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to table this matter until next month's meeting (Unanimous).

Item #6:  Approval of Fencing Work along Slingsby Street
	Mayor Campbell requested this agenda item be tabled due to the fact it concerns fencing at the Public Services building and Fire Department to give a more presentable appearance for the neighbors along Slingsby Street.  
	A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to table this agenda item until next month's meeting (Unanimous).

Item #7:  Bid Awards-CDBG Pickney Street Project
	Mayor Campbell recognized Mr. Floyd Adams and Ms. Tammy Jones of The Adams Company to present this matter concerning bid awards for the CDBG Pickney Street Project.  
	Mr. Adams stated that he presents the Pickney Street Project in which bids were opened on Thursday, September 6th to award the lowest bid to a construction company to improve the street, drainage and water main.  The lowest bid was submitted by Frank Horne Construction in the amount of $128,066.98.
	A motion was made by Council Member Ricky Leinwand, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to award the low bid to Frank Horne Construction (Unanimous). Copy of bid tabulation detail is attached and incorporated herein by reference.
	
Item #8:  2009 Elizabethtown CDBG Relocation Benefit Recommendations
	Mayor Campbell recognized Ms. Tammy Jones of The Adams Company to present this agenda item regarding CDBG Relocation Benefit Recommendations.  Ms. Jones stated that Ms. Jacqueline Wilson of 111 W. McKay St. Elizabethtown qualifies for a newly constructed house and relocation benefits under the 2009 Elizabethtown CDBG Relocation Benefit.   Ms. Jones reported that the total maximum allowance for Ms. Wilson is $109,800 which includes a moving allowance of $1,300.  
	A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to approve the relocation benefit as presented for Ms. Jacqueline Wilson (Unanimous). Copy of Relocation Benefit Recommendation attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.
	
Item #9:  Approval for use of Farmer's Market by Bladen County Hospital Foundation
	Mayor Campbell stated that the Bladen County Hospital Foundation wishes to sponsor a Gala at the Cape Fear Farmer's Market at which time alcohol is being requested for consumption to the participating individuals that attend.
	A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Council Member Ricky Leinwand to approve the permitting of the consumption of alcoholic beverages at the Hospital Foundation Gala (Unanimous).

Item #10:  Update on Glenwood Drive Extension
	Mayor Campbell recognized Mr. Joey Taylor of GS3 Surveyors to give an update on the Glenwood Drive Extension.  Mr. Taylor submitted cost estimates and designs of the proposed cul-de-sac for a total cost of $38,912.50.
	Mayor Campbell asked for questions or comments, but none were noted.

Item #11:  Sewer Lift Station Grounding Project
	Mayor Campbell recognized Public Services Director Pat DeVane to present this agenda item regarding a grounding project for the sewer lift stations.  Mr. DeVane stated that the sewer lift stations were taking continuous hits from lightning in which the Insurance carrier was absorbing most of the cost plus the Town was absorbing high deductible cost.  Mr. DeVane stated that Interstate Lightning Protection & Equipment Company was contacted to possibly rid the lift stations of these lighting strikes with a proposal of approximately $4,800.  
	A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Council Member Ricky Leinwand to approve the proposal as presented (Unanimous).

Item #12:  Private Lift Stations
	Mayor Campbell recognized Public Services Director Pat DeVane to present this agenda item regarding private lift stations.  Mr. DeVane reported that the Town is increasingly becoming responsible for abandoned private lift stations.  Mr. DeVane stated that in the Code of Ordinance that homeowners with private lift stations are responsible for their upkeep and maintaining them; however, over the years, the Town has found themselves maintaining the lift stations which have become very costly.
	Council Member Charles DeVane recommended that a letter be sent to all homeowners that have private lift stations that it specifically state that they are responsible for repairs and maintaining.
	A motion was made by Council Member Herman Lewis, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to table this matter until language can be established for private lift station owners (Unanimous).

Item #13:  Revocable License Agreement with Wells Fargo
	Mayor Campbell recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present the Revocable License Agreement with Wells Fargo.  Mr. Madden stated that the Town has been working to have the "Battle of Elizabethtown" monument relocated closer to the site where the actual battle took place.  The Bladen County Commissioners gave their approval for the relocation; currently the monument is located on the courthouse grounds. Mr. Madden reported that the determined location for the monument is at the southeast corner of the Wells Fargo property. Mr. Madden stated that it is necessary for Council to consider approving the Revocable License Agreement in order for it to become effective.
	A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Council Member Charles DeVane to approve the Revocable License Agreement attached and incorporated herein by reference (Unanimous).

Item #14:  Declare K-9 as Surplus Property and Adopt Agreement for its Retirement and Placement
	Mayor Campbell recognized Police Chief Bobby Kinlaw to present this agenda item regarding the retirement of K-9 to handler.  Chief Kinlaw stated that the K-9  Zorro has been with the Town for 8 years and it is time to retire due to his age.  Chief Kinlaw recommended that Zorro be placed with his handler Officer Aaron Russ. 
	A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to retire K-9 Zorro and place with Officer Aaron Russ (Unanimous). Copy of disposition sheet attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.

Item #15:  Municipal Certification to Repeal Speed Limits and Request for Concurrence
	Mayor Campbell recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present this agenda item regarding the Municipal Certification to repeal speed limits and request for concurrence. Mr. Madden stated that a request was received from the NC Department of Transportation for Council to consider one additional change to the Municipal Ordinance that regulates motor vehicles inside the Town Limits.
	A motion was made by Council Member Herman Lewis, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to approve the attached Municipal Certification (Unanimous).

Item #16:  Summary of Bid Opening for the Purchase of Two Police Cruisers
	Mayor Campbell recognized Police Chief Bobby Kinlaw to present the bid award for the purchase of two police cruisers.  Chief Kinlaw stated that five (5) bids were received for the purchase of two police cruisers; however, the lowest bid was received from Ilderton Dodge of High Point in the amount of $45,394.00.  Chief Kinlaw requested from Council two additional items for the two cruisers which included spot lights and wiring harnesses.
	A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Council Member Ricky Leinwand to approve the lowest bid from Ilderton Dodge and to include spot lights and wiring harnesses for each car (Unanimous).

Item #17:  Summary of Bid Opening for Financing the Purchasing of Two Police Cruisers
	Mayor Campbell recognized Police Chief Bobby Kinlaw to present the bid award for the financing of the two police cruisers.  Chief Kinlaw stated that two bids were received for the financing, with BB & T Governmental Finance was the lowest bidder at 1.91% Interest for 36 months.
	A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to award the lowest bid from BB & T Governmental Finance for financing (Unanimous). Copy of Resolution attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.

Item #18:  Selection of Delegates to 2012 NCLM Conference in October
	Mayor Campbell stated that the NCLM Conference is scheduled to take place from October 21st through October 23rd, and it is requested that Council consider names to serve in the capacity as one (1) Voting Delegate and (1) Voting Alternate from the Council Members.  A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Council Member Ricky Leinwand to appoint Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd as Voting Delegate and Council Member Herman Lewis as Voting Alternate (Unanimous).

Item #19:  Appointment to the Firemen's Relief Board
	Mayor Campbell presented this agenda item regarding an appointment that is needed on the Firemen's Relief Board, in which Mr. Leon Martin's name has been submitted as Relief Fund Treasurer.  A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Council Member Ray Allen to appoint Mr. Leon Martin to the Firemen's Relief Board as Treasurer (Unanimous).

Item #20:  Update Language Access Plan (LAP) CDBG Project
	Mayor Campbell recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present this agenda item regarding the Language Access Plan.  Mr. Madden stated that for formality purposes, Council is requested to consider approving the updates to the LAP CDBG Project which is Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 which prohibits discrimination based on the ground of race, color or national origin by any entity receiving federal financial assistance.  
	A motion was made by Council Member Herman Lewis, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to approve the updates to the Language Access Plan (Unanimous). Copy of Language Plan is attached and incorporated herein by reference.
