TOWN OF ELIZABETHTOWN
Special Called Meeting
September 24, 2012

	The Elizabethtown Town Council met for a Special Called Meeting on Monday, September 24, 2012 at 7:00 pm in the Council Chamber of Town Hall.

	Present:  Mayor Sylvia Campbell, Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, Council Members Charles DeVane, Herman Lewis, Dicky Glenn, Ray Allen, Ricky Leinwand Town Manager Eddie Madden and Deputy Clerk Sarah Baysden.  Town Attorney Goldston Womble did not attend.

	Mayor Campbell stated that prior to the 7pm Special Called Meeting; Council Members were requested to meet at 6:00 pm at the Slingsby Street location in order to walk the area for the potential closing of Slingsby. In addition to the Mayor, Council Members, Town manaer and staff, there were approximately 25 others from the Slingsby Street neighborhood who met on site. At conclusion, Mayor Campbell, Council Members, Town manager and staff came to the Municipal Building for the regular 7 pm meeting.

	Mayor Campbell called on Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to give the invocation.

	Mayor Campbell called for a motion to approve the adoption of the agenda.  A motion was made by Council Member Dicky Glenn, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to approve the adoption of the agenda.

Item #1:  Public Hearing: Zoning Text Amendments-Amend 4.1, Zoning Districts of the Elizabethtown Zoning Ordinance to delete Light Industrial (LI), Heavy Industrial (HI) Zoning Districts and establish for Industrial (I), and Central Business District (CBD). Amend Article 5, Section 5.1, District Regulations of the Elizabethtown Zoning Ordinance to delete Light Industrial (LI) and Heavy Industrial Zoning (HI) Zoning Districts and establish regulations for Industrial (I) and Central Business (CBD) Zoning Districts. Amend Article 5, Section 5.2 Table of Permitted Uses of the Elizabethtown Zoning Ordinance to delete Light Industrial (LI) and Heavy Industrial Zoning (HI) Zoning Districts and establish requirements for Industrial (I) and Central Business (CSD) Zoning districts. Case #TA-062512-8780. 
	Mayor Campbell opened the public hearing and recognized Zoning/Code Enforcement Officer Bryan Martin to present this agenda item regarding the Zoning Text Amendments. 
	Mr. Martin stated that currently the Elizabethtown Zoning Ordinance is being updated by the NC Division of Commerce; therefore, this would allow the Town to implement regulations for the proposed Industrial district and Central Business District.  Through this action, the districts would be formally established, regulations set and permitted uses detailed.  The following text amendments would be included in the Zoning Ordinance, if approved by Town Council
	Amend 4.1, Zoning Districts of the Elizabethtown Zoning Ordinance to delete Light Industrial (LI), Heavy Industrial (HI) Zoning Districts and establish for Industrial (I), and Central Business District (CBD). Amend Article 5, Section 5.1, District Regulations of the Elizabethtown Zoning Ordinance to delete Light Industrial (LI) and Heavy Industrial Zoning (HI) Zoning Districts and establish regulations for Industrial (I) and Central Business (CBD) Zoning Districts. Amend Article 5, Section 5.2 Table of Permitted Uses of the Elizabethtown Zoning Ordinance to delete Light Industrial (LI) and Heavy Industrial Zoning (HI) Zoning Districts and establish requirements for Industrial (I) and Central Business (CSD) Zoning Districts. 
	Mr. Martin stated that in accordance with the provisions of G.S. 160-A-384, notification of said public hearing was advertised in the "Bladen Journal" on September 11th and September 18th, 2012.  Mr. Martin reminded Council Members that in deciding whether to adopt a proposed amendment, the central issue before the Board shall be whether or not the proposed changes advances the public health, safety or welfare.  Additionally, Town Council shall adopt a statement describing whether its action is consistent with the adopted Land Use Plan and explain why Council considers the action taken to be reasonable and in the public interest. 
	Mayor Campbell stated that no one had signed up to speak; however, Council was given a chance to ask questions or make comments, but none were noted.
	Mayor Campbell closed the public hearing.

Item #2:  Public Hearing: Zoning Text Amendments -Amend Article 8 Section 8.4, Stormwater Protection Ordinance. Case #TA-082712-8780
	Mayor Campbell opened the public hearing and recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present this Text Amendment.  
	Mr. Madden presented a Zoning Text Amendment in which Council is requested to consider approving to increase the impervious surface threshold from 1,000 sq. ft. to 10,000 sq. ft.  This request will allow the Town of Elizabethtown to reduce the frequency which the stormwater requirement is enacted to lessen restrictions on corporate citizens of Elizabethtown and its jurisdiction. 
	Mayor Campbell stated that no one had signed up to speak; therefore, the public hearing was closed.

Item #3:  Public Hearing:  To lift 120-day Moratorium on Adult Establishments, Bingo Halls, Agricultural Production, Amusements, Appliance Distribution Wholesale, Automobile Accessory Sales, Automobile Laundry, Auto Repair, Churches, Group Facilities, Pool Halls, Video Gaming Cafes, and Tattoo Businesses in the C-2 Central Business District enacted by Ordinance 2012-05 adopted May 7, 2012.
	Mayor Campbell opened the Public Hearing and recognized Zoning/Code Enforcement Officer Bryan Martin to present this agenda item regarding the lifting of the 120-day Moratorium.
	Mr. Martin stated that initially the moratorium was extended on May 7, 2012; the purpose of such was to allow for the comprehensive review of the district use list for C-2 Central Commercial.  Mr. Martin further explained that by extending the moratorium , this would develop an adequate district use list for the CBD Central Business District which was created from the boundaries of the C2 District. Mr. Martin stated that the Planning Board completed the review and prepared a text amendment for applicable uses for inclusion in the Zoning Ordinance as so indicated by the earlier public hearing.  In that regard, the Town is asking Council to consider rescinding the moratorium on Adult establishments, Bingo Halls, Agricultural Production, Amusements, Appliance Distribution Wholesale, Automobile Accessory Sales, Automobile Laundry, Auto Repair, Churches, Group Facilities, Pool Halls, Video Gaming Cafes, and Tattoo Businesses.
	Mr. Martin stated that this public hearing was duly advertised in the "Bladen Journal" in accordance with such statutes.
	Mayor Campbell stated that no one had signed up to speak; therefore, the public hearing was closed.

Item #4:  Public Hearing: Program Amendment and Budget Revisions: 2009 Elizabethtown CDBG Project
	Mayor Campbell opened the Public Hearing and recognized Mr. Floyd Adams of The Adams Company to present to Council the Program Amendment and Budget Revision for the CDBG Project.  
	Mr. Adams stated that the proposed amendment includes the following:
		Change Rehabilitation from 8 units to 6 units
		Change Acquisition from 0 units to 2 units
		Change Clearance from 2 units to 4 units
		Relocation remains the same at 2 units, but they are different units
		Adjust the Project Budget to reflect these proposed changes

	Mayor Campbell stated that no one had signed up to speak; therefore, the public hearing was closed.

	Mayor Campbell presented the Zoning Text Amendment for Council's consideration.  A motion was made by Council Member Ricky Leinwand, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to approve, Town Council has reviewed these documents and found that the following zoning text amendment is inconsistent with the objectives and policies in the adopted Land Use and Strategic Plans; however, the zoning text amendment is reasonable and in the public interest at this time (Unanimous). Amended Stormwater protection Ordinance is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.

Item #6:  Zoning Text Amendments -Amend Article 8 Section 8.4 Stormwater Protection Ordinance. Case #TA-082712-780
	Mayor Campbell presented the Zoning Text Amendment for Council's consideration.  A motion was made by Council Member Herman Lewis, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to approve based on, Town Council has reviewed these documents and found that the following zoning map amendment is inconsistent with the objectives and policies in the adopted Land Use and Strategic Plans; however, the zoning map amendment is reasonable and in the public interest at this time (Unanimous).

Item #7:  Ordinance #2012-10: To Rescind Moratorium Ordinance No. 2012-05 adopted May 7, 2012
	Mayor Campbell presented Ordinance #2012-10 for Council to consider rescinding the 120-day Moratorium.  A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd, and seconded by Council Member Herman Lewis to rescind Moratorium Ordinance No. 2012-05 (Unanimous). Ordinance #2012-10 is attached and incorporated herein by referene.

Item #8:  Program Amendment and Budget Revisions: 2009 Elizabethtown CDBG Project
	Mayor Campbell presented this agenda item for Council's consideration.  A motion was made by Council Member Herman Lewis, and seconded by Council Member Ricky Leinwand to approve the budget amendment for the 2009 Elizabethtown CDBG Project as presented (Unanimous).  Copy of Program Ammendment is attached and incorporated herein by reference.

Item #9:  Bid Award: Financing Bid Award for Vermeer Chipper
	Mayor Campbell recognized Town Manager Eddie Madden to present this agenda item regarding a Vermeer Chipper for the Public Services Department.  Mr. Madden stated that Public Services Director Pat DeVane presented this matter in the Council meeting on September 10th requesting that direction on whether to repair or replace chipper.  Upon hearing the trade-in allowance that the Chipper Company was going to allow, Council agreed to replace; therefore, financing bids were received from two (2) Financial Institutions. They are as follows:

	BB & T Governmental Finance - 1.91% for 3 yrs.
	First Citizens Bank -		  1.95% for 3 yrs. with a $150 loan fee

	Mayor Campbell called for a motion to award financing bid to BB & T Governmental Finance at an inerest rate of 1.91%. A motion was made by Council Member Ricky Leinwand, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to award financing bid to BB&T Governmental Finance for purchase of Vermeer Chipper (Unanimous). Item #10:  Bid Award-Asbestos Abatement Contract
	Mayor Campbell recognized Ms. Tammy Jones of The Adams Company to present the bid award for the asbestos abatement contract. 
	Ms. Jones stated that a bid was received from Eastern Environmental, Inc. in the amount of $4,860.00 for an asbestos abatement contract for the one (1) home proposed for demolition through the Town's 2009 CDBG Project.  
	A motion was made by Council Member Herman Lewis, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Rufus Lloyd to award bid to lowest bidder Eastern Environmental, Inc. for the asbestos abatement contract (Unanimous).Recommendation of Award is attached and incorporated herein by reference.

Item #11:  CDBG-Just Compensation-Unit 09-07 Located at 117 W. McKay Street
	Mayor Campbell recognized Mr. Floyd Adams of The Adams Company to present this agenda item regarding the Just Compensation on Unit 09-07.  Mr. Adams presented his recommendation to accept the average of two appraisal; however, Council was requested to approve and establish the amount as an offer to Ms. Vickie Gillespie for the market value of this property at 117 W. McKay Street.  Mr. Adams stated that two appraisal reports were received from the following appraisal companies:
